The starting of a new “In-House” quilt will start in August. For those who would like to be involved with the 
making of the new quilt, you can bring fabric to the August and/or September meetings. The quilt is called 
“Baskets in the Garden” designed by Vicki L. Oehike found in the Fons & Porter’s May/June 2007 magazine. 
There will be a slight variation to the original pattern. The fabrics that will be needed are Fat Quarters: of polka 
dots or circles, stripes, small prints, summer green. For each quarter you get your name in the kitty once. Put 
your name on a 1” X 2” piece of paper and put it with your fat quarter. Also for four chances: 1/2 yard of cream 
color fabric or 1/2 yard of yellow. For 1/2 yards put your name on four individual 1” X 2” piece of paper and 
include them in the fabric.
