This is another method:
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Quilters, please make arrangements to leave your quilts with the Drop-Off Volunteers between Friday,
February 13", and Tuesday, February 16"

All quilts must be registered and must have a “QUIL T ID TAG” issued for the quilt you are
delivering. No quilt will be accepted without it.

Also, if your quilt is larger than our hanging sheet (90" x 92") you must safety pin the sides or bottom so
that it will fit. This will save time during set-up and will make sure your quilt is hung the way you want.

Quilts will be available for pick-up Monday, Feb 23" at the Drop-Off Points. Winning quilts will be
displayed at the Feb 24" Guild Meeting. Those with winning Quilts on display at the meeting will be able
to CHECK OUT and take their quilts then.
